E. coli Bacteria Notice!

E. coli bacteria was detected in water samples collected from the water system serving <SYSTEM NAME>, <PWS ID NO.> in <NAME> County.  E. coli are bacteria whose presence indicates that the water may be contaminated with human or animal wastes. Human pathogens in these wastes can cause short-term effects, such as diarrhea, cramps, nausea, headaches, or other symptoms.  They may pose a greater health risk for infants, young children, some of the elderly, and people with severely compromised immune systems. 
Consumers should boil all water used for human consumption (including drinking, making ice, brushing teeth, washing dishes and food preparation) or use bottled water. 

Vigorous boiling for one (1) minute should kill any disease-causing organisms that may be present in the water.
