Start: application submission/resubmission
Applicant complete and submit the Erosion and 

Sediment Control package (E&SC plan and forms) 
to the appropriate regional office based on the 

project location.

NCG01 permit applies 
when projects are 

subject to the DEMLR 
Sediment program

NCG25 permit applies 
when projects are not 
subject to the DEMLR 
Sediment Program but 

are subject to the federal 
Clean Water Act

Applicant to complete the 
e-NOI (electronic notice of 
intent) form, consulting the 
e-NOI form directions and 

upload the NOI 
Certification form

Applicant will receive a response within 3 business 
days after submitting the e-NOI to let them know if it 

was approved.

If DEMLR approves the e-NOI, the applicant will 
receive an email with directions for paying the 

$100 annual permit fee.

If DEMLR does not approve the e-NOI, you will receive 
an email explaining the deficiencies. After changes 

you would resubmit until you receive approval
