Traits of a Good Auditor — Knowledge & Skills

 apply audit principles, procedures, and methods;

» plan and organize the work effectively;

» conduct the audit within the agreed time schedule;
 prioritize and focus on matters of significance;

 collect information through effective interviewing, listening, observing and reviewing
documents, records and data;

» understand and consider the experts’ opinions;
» understand the appropriateness and consequences of using sampling techniques for auditing;
 verify the relevance and accuracy of collected information;

» confirm the sufficiency and appropriateness of audit evidence to support audit findings and
conclusions;

 assess those factors that may affect the reliability of the audit findings and conclusions;
* use work documents to record audit activities;

* document audit findings and prepare appropriate audit reports;

« maintain the confidentiality and security of information, data, documents and records;

« communicate effectively, orally and in writing (either personally, or through the use of
interpreters and translators);

» understand the types of risks associated with auditing.

« When a nonconformity occurs, the organization shall:
»React to the nonconformity and, as applicable

v'Take action to control and correct it
v'Deal with the consequences, including mitigating adverse environmental impacts
»Evaluate the need for action to eliminate the causes of the nonconformity by:
v'Reviewing the nonconformity
v'Determining the causes of the nonconformity
v'Determining if similar nonconformities exist, or could potentially occur
»Implement any action needed
»Review the effectiveness of any corrective action taken
»Make changes to the EMS, if necessary

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- Corrective actions shall be appropriate to the significance of the effects of
the nonconformities encountered, including the environmental impacts

 Organization shall retain documented information as evidence of:
»Nature of nonconformities and any subsequent actions taken

»Results of any corrective action

- Organization shall continually improve the suitability, adequacy, and
effectiveness of the EMS to enhance environmental performance
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« A root cause is a factor that caused a nonconformance and
should be permanently eliminated through process
Improvement.

» Root cause analysis is a collective term that describes a wide
range of approaches, tools, and techniques used to uncover
causes of problems.
