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This is a 404 permitee required mitigations site.  The conservation 
easement anticipated a 4' foot wide boardwalk of unspecified length and 
location.  In 2019 the property was sold and the current landowners, 
Bermuda Bay Owners Association II, requested to expand this to a 6’ wide 
boardwalk in order to accommodate ADA needs as well as their design 
wishes.  This structure will specifically allow access the water in keeping 
with the spirit of the easement itself.  Only non motorized watercraft will 
be used.


The owners have fully complied with NC DEQ DMS and Stewardship 
Program requests to reduce their footprint by finding the shortest route 
possible to accomplish their goals.  The boardwalk footprint was reviewed 
by the State Property office and the DEQ Stewardship Program who will 
provide long term stewardship of the conservation easement associated 
with this site.  Included in this Adobe property portfolio are documents 
related to this request.  Additionally this footprint is now archived and 
included on the infrastructure layer associated with the DEQ property geo-
database with all associated meta data.

This email is a follow up from our conversation last week regarding the Bermuda Bay permitee required mitigation
site which is located in Dare County just southwest of the Wright Memorial.  Please find attached the request to
construct a six foot wide wooden boardwalk by the Bermuda Bay Owners Association II as presented by their
attorney Brian Edlin.  You will also find attached a Google Earth file of the easement area, a PNG file that is a
snapshot of the reserved right verbiage taken directly from the recorded conservation easement and a map showing
the proposed location of the boardwalk as it relates to the conservation area and surrounding properties.



This proposal has followed our request process as outlined on the NC DEQ Stewardship Program "Planning Projects
Around Conservation Easement" web page; Blockedhttps://deq.nc.gov/about/divisions/deq-administrative-
divisions/north-carolina-stewardship-program/planning-projects <Blockedhttps://deq.nc.gov/about/divisions/deq-
administrative-divisions/north-carolina-stewardship-program/planning-projects> .



The conservation easement clearly anticipated this boardwalk (see attached PNG file).  However, the proposed
boardwalk is two feet wider than anticipated in the easement language and this is to enable an ADA compliant
structure.
